Changes to Minimum Wage Board 
The provincial government has appointed all new members to the province’s Minimum Wage Board. The new 
Board replaces the previous Minimum Wage Board which in 2007 recommended that the province’s minimum 
wage to be increased to the low-income cutoff with further annual increases tied to the rate of inflation. The 
new Board is required to conduct a review of the minimum wage and report back to government before the end 
of 2009. 
The Minimum Wage Board is established under the Labour Standards Act and is responsible for making rec-
ommendations to government on minimum wage levels, rates of call out pay and rates employers can charge 
for room and board.
